Revenue is distributed to the 
School Aid Fund, constitutional 
revenue sharing, and the General Fund.
² Grants to county sheriffs are 
distributed proportionately based on 
the number of medical marihuana 
registry ID cards issued to, or renewed 
by, county residents. Expenditures are 
restricted to education and outreach 
efforts surrounding marihuana use.
